 place in their hands the holy scriptures, 
 and nurture them in faith and prayer, 
 so that your children may learn to trust God, 
 proclaim Christ through word and deed, 
 care for others and the world God made, 
 and work for justice and peace.

SECOND READING:  Galatians 5:1, 13–25  
For Paul, the freedom Christ gives is not permission to do whatever we want. It is the invitation to be what we could 
not be otherwise. The power and guidance of Christ's Holy Spirit produce a different kind of life, one marked by the 
fruit of this Holy Spirit. 
 
For freedom Christ has set us free. Stand firm, therefore, and do not submit again to a yoke of 
slavery. 
  13For you were called to freedom, brothers and sisters only do not use your freedom as an 
opportunity for self-indulgence, but through love become slaves to one another.  14For the whole 
law is summed up in a single commandment, "You shall love your neighbor as yourself."  15If, 
however, you bite and devour one another, take care that you are not consumed by one another. 
  16Live by the Spirit, I say, and do not gratify the desires of the flesh.  17For what the flesh 
desires is opposed to the Spirit, and what the Spirit desires is opposed to the flesh; for these are 
opposed to each other, to prevent you from doing what you want.
